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A Few Hints on Shou; Etiquette

By Mrs. S. E. KELLoco

e PG HIS is the season for our big cat shows, and it may not be amiss at
: this time to say a few words pertinent to this occasion. First of all,
if a breeder has not the utmost confidence in the judge, it is better—
far better—for her to keep her cats at home, and not take them to
L 23 the show. We choose our judge, and after so doing, we must submit
to her decisions, and if we cannot do that in a sportsmanlike manner, let’s keep our pets
at home and not make a scene at the show. Judges judge cals and not people,
but we have ever with us exhibitors who do not feel that way, and when such is the
case, it is far better to do our own judging at home, and not make others dissatished.

Prepare your cats for the show by giving them, two days prior to the opening
day, a laxative of some sort, and be certain that it takes action. A constipated cat
is in no condition for show purposes, and is more likely to take almost any disease
that may be lurking in the air. Another thing: Do not carry to the show with you
a lot of tid-bits for vour cats. Remember, that they are in a confined space and do

ot get any exercise, and do not need a lot of food in their stomachs, and the little
they are given at the show is more than sufficient for their needs. Any more will surely
cause trouble. '

The only thingu'dq.' taken with me to the show is a bottle of olive oil, a little
camphor, and a small vial of Chinosol, for disinfectant purposes.  Before being placed
in their cages, I wipe every bit of the pen with the spirits of camphor. That will kil
every germ that may be left from the previous year’s showing, and then after that, I
go over the cage with Chinosal, which can be bought at any drug store. One tablet
makes a quart, and it is stronger than bi-chloride of mercury, and is abselutely non-
poisonous. In a later article, more on this subject will be written.

At the end of the second day, if my cats are still constipated, 1 give oil when
leaving them at night, which generally forestalls or removes all trouble. It is always
wiser and safer to keep your cats in their cages where they belong, rather than carry
them in your arms around the showroom for everyone to handle and admire. The
cats are under a great nervous strain in any event, and far more likely to contract

a disease when handled by everyone.

Keep at a distance from the judge'’s ning, or cage. If you care to watch the pro-
. ceedings, do so in silence; you will gain absolutely nothing by letting the judge E'nnw
" that it is vour cat she now has before her. It also confuses her, and is in exceedingly
. bad taste. If you see a ribbon placed on your cat's cage which s not blue, don’t
make a scene, but submit gracefully, and remember that the decision is enly the
opinion of one person, and not final.  Some other judge at the next show may award
exactly the reverse, so be a good, first-class sport and hang it with what pride you can

muster on your cage, even if it be yellow—and that makes good feeling all around.

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Don’t get in some far corner with some other second-rate disgruntled exhibitor, and
“talk it over” so loudly and noisily that in a few moments vou gather around you a
few more who feel just as you do about it. In a few moments, the unrest and dis-
satisfaction will spread like wild-fire over the whole show-room—and what have you
gained? Absolutely nothing—and you have also hurt yourself and others Very
materially. Just submit quietly, and after you have cooled off a bit, go and take a
look at the cat who won the blue ribbon over you, and be frank with yourself. See
if it's not the best cat after all, and admit it. A judge knows, and you don't. That's
what she's paid for.

Be courteous to strangers. Show them around. They are there to look and
learn, and your mterest and willingness helps to create a good feeling, and at the
same time, assists the sales committee wonderfully,

When the time for awarding specials arrives, hand in your card without gusta, and
await your turn; you'll be waited on so much the quicker, and the poor special com-
mittee should always have our sympathy. I know it has mine. In short, be courteous
all the way through, and as ladylike as you would be to guests in your own home.

After it's all over, and vou have your little flock safely at home, before retiring,
sponge each of them in alecohol. Be thorough, and also give them a good dose of
oil, castor preferred. If you haven't any of that, then use olive oill—and watch.
If you safely pass the fourth day after the show successfully, and without sickness,
you are probably safe, as any show-sickmess usually occurs about the fourth day
after. T will later write on the care of the cat should it develop show-sickness.

This little magazine will doubtless fall
into the hands of many who admire cats,
but to whom the raising and breeding of
which 5 a mystery and an unknown
factor. It is astomishing, when we look
back a few years, to note the rapid strides
we have made in the raising of fancy stock.

Page Eight

We are improving all the time, the stock
is continually being enhanced in value, and
we are constantly importing and improving
on our own home stock. In short, there
seems to be no end as to what we may
accomplish in the future if we continue to
improve as we have in the past. Take,
for instance, the lovely silver; each hair
should be pale and faintly tipped with
black at the end, thus giving that Chin-
chilla shade. Note the eyes. We believe
that no Persian cat has the large eves that
the silver has, And, perhaps, the size is
enhanced by the peculiar black tracery sur-
rounding them—so delicate that no human
hand could portray it; nothing but the
Divine Master Himself could have done
that. Then look at the terra cotta nose:
it must be of that terra cotta shade to be
just right, and if pink, it seems to be the
opimon that there 15 white stock back of
the breeding. Then note the black feet,
and the black inside the mouth. All in
all, the silver is, in our estimation, one of
the most beautiful specimens we are raising
today. And let us add right here, it is
also one of the hardest. Show us a per-
fect specimen if you can—that’s what we
are striving for. The eyes must be green
to be absolutely correct, although in Eng-
land, we're told that that does not count
for as much as in America. But here we
are striving for those most wonderful blue-
green eyes. And if the eyes are night,
then, generally, there almost surely pops
up some dreaded tinge of cream or brown
on the poor, innocent anmimal, which the
laws of breeding decry as being object-
ionable. But, when you stop to figure it
out, it s this very elusiveness of Dame
Nature “that makes the study of silver
breeding so fascinating and charming.
Then there are the smokes, with their
black faces and exquisite white undercoats.
Add to this that lovely light ruff, rising
like a Queen Elizabeth collar around the
face—made all the more beautiful should
the animal possess a pair of luminous, bur-
nished copper eyes, which look at vou as
much s to say “Am [ not beautiful ? Am
I not the least bit weird?” And, truly,
to the stranger or novice, at first glance,
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they are just a wee bit uncanny in their

appearance. But once get acquainted
with the real smoke—and your heart is
lml to them. We could go on enumerat-
ing indefnitely, would space permit.
Again we say, the fancy is constantly im-
proving; there is an added dignity creep-
ing into this pastime. If you are to attend
this Exposition show of ours, note the
ladies as they watch over their pets, and
observe that they are of the highest cul-
ture, and lend the utmost dignity to their
r.']mmn—dmll we call' it vocation?

Kee Kee Vita passed away the hifteenth
day of November, 1915, of old age. She
was one of the best known, as well as
most popular silver females bred in Amer-
ica. She was bred by Mrs. Sarmiento,
of Detroit, who owned her mother, Ch.
Biji, her father being Ch. Tintagel, both
imported champions. Mrs. Hecker, of
Detroit, bought her as a tiny kitten of six
weeks, and paid Mrs. Sarmiento $60 for
her, and her judgment in her worth was
never misplaced, for she proved all Mrs.
Hecker thought she would when she pur-
chased her. She was also a half sister
to Ch. King Winter. After great urging,
Mrs. Colburn, of Chicago, succeeded in
getting Kee Kee from Mrs. Hecker, who
sent her to her after she had been bred.

From thence on came her successes and
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winnings; no show was complete without
the presence of this dainty patrician lady;
she was always the arstocrat, showing her
breeding from the tip of her terra colta
dainti]}r-penciled nose—to the end of he-
tail. We are glad to say she never had
anything but fine homes and the tenderest
care—as was her meel. Her progeny s
scattered all over the country, illustrous
and far-reaching. During a recent severe
illness, Mrs. Colburn was forced to place
her in the hands of some one who would
care for and love her and she gave her o
her friend, Mrs. George Kessler, who has
had her now for nearly three years, and
it was in her lovely home that she died,
leaving a void there that it will be very
hard to fll. She was last shown by Mrs.
Kessler at the recent Beresford Shew in
Chicago, in September, where she, as
usual, although nearly 12 vyears of age,
swept the boards, being best cat in show,
and winning the $5 put up for best des-
cendant of her illustrious father, Tintagel.
We who knew her so well, feel as if we
had lost a dear friend: she would win her
way into the heart of any one who saw
her—cat lover or not—such was her
power. She crossed the continent in style
twice, and in California, made great suc-
cesses, and is well remembered in the
Golden State: when she returned from
there the last time, Mrs. Colburn remarked
to Mrs. Kessler, as she tack Kee Kee Vita
from her crate, “Kee Kee Vita is mine
until death us do part.”” Death has taken
her, but we feel she lives on. Do cats
have souls? Ask Mrs. Colburn what she
thinks of it. She tells me Kee Kee would
sit by her while she played on an old-
fashioned melodion and watch her, en-
tranced, and as if to get a better view, and
closer, would jump on the keys and watch
her until she stopped. If there be a *‘cat
heaven,” and I feel sure there is—dear
Kee Kee Vita 15 there, and if there, she
reigns supreme—as she did on earth.
Rest in Peace, Beloved Kee Kee Vita!
You leave our hearts very sore and lonely;
vour noble race is run, and we shall miss
vou. But vour precious memory will
never die.—MRs.

HEALTH HINTS

Should you perchance see your kittens’
eyes watery, or their noses unduly damp,
you may be sure that they have taken cold,
and the utmost care should at once be
taken to remedy this at once. Keep them
in a warm place, away from draughts, and
give a mild laxative.

Should kittens throw up a whitish sub-
stance, which resembles the beaten white
of an egg, or even a yellowish Auid, you
may be sure that there are worms present.
Great care should be taken as to the rem-
edy given, in order to secure satisfactory
results.

Care must be taken by the novice, inas-
much as the desire is strong to overfeed.
This is just as disastrous as to underfeed,
for the tiny stomachs can be very easily
overloaded.

Always keep fresh water for cats and
kittens.

Do not forget to have plenty of fresh
grass for them at all times, and under no
circumstances should food to left about
after feeding iz over. In this there is great
danger, and many fatalities are the result
of this careless habit.
