TREATISE

ON A CHESIRE CAT

By David Curtis

The lingering after-grin of Lewis Car-
roll’s Cheshire Cat is probably the most
famous smile in literature. We may won-
der what private bit of information kezps
her so “good natured,” as Alice has
described her, although it is probably
her amusing knack of vanishing at will.
We may be certain, however, that the
Chaceshire Cat wears no smile of hypo-
crisy: her few pronouncements arc mach
ton wise for a hypocritical disposition.
She is, in fact, very wise and self-assured,
w it a touch of disdain that may also
amuse her. When she tells Alice, “We're
all mad,” it is said with the calm con-
viction of one who has come to great
realizations with no loss of values. Be-
sides, she is very accommodating. When
Alice complains that her appearances and
disappearances are too sudden, the
Cheshire Cat quite willingly and
patiently vanishes slowly. Alice had little
right to find fault, since the incident
had only occurred twice, but the Ches-
hire Cat displays a high degree of under-
standing of her friend’s attitude. When
the Chesire Cat reappears for the fourth
and last time at the Queen’s party, she
does so very slowly and deliberately, as
though in deference to Alice’s wishes.

Unfortunately for the Cheshire Cat,
her efforts to please Alice evoke the dis-
pleasure of the King, who gives no real
reason for disliking the Cheshire Cat,
but says curtly, “I don’t like the look of
it at all.” The Cat can hardly be blamed
for her refusal to kiss the royal hand
after such a slighting insult. “I’d rather
not,” she says, and these are the last
words of the Cheshire Cat. She lingers at
the party, quietly smiling, uninvited but

ease, while preparations are made for

\‘; own beheading. She has nothing to
$2y in the controversy she has occa-

sioned: how to behead something with
no body. Here, again, her lack of con-
cern is an indication of some inner wis-
dom and private knowledge, reflected in
her cat-like smile of satisfaction.

For the literal-minded, the Cheshire
Cat presents certain problems. What,
exactly, is a Cheshire Cat, and do they
they always grin? There are two widely
accepted theories on the origin of the
term; the first holds that taverns and inns
in Cheshire often contained a lion in
their names: The Red Lion Inn, or Lion
and Lamb; and since sign painters in
Old Cheshire were not too precise, the
figure of the lion on tavern fronts often
looked more like a house-cat than the
king of beasts. These signs became known
as Cheshire Cats. The second theory
holds that the fat, round cheeses for
which Cheshire is famous were not un-
like fat ,contented cats, and often the
face of a smiling cat was drawn on the
hard shell of the cheeses. These also
were known as Cheshire Cats. In any
event ,the smiling cat became a symbol
of hospitality and good living. John
Wolcot, who wrote under the name Peter
Pindar, spoke of Cheshire Cats; Charles
Lamb, who wrote under the name Elia,
also mentioned them; but Charles Lud-
widge Dodgson, who wrote under the
name Lewis Carroll, made the Cheshire
Cat famous.

The danger of arbitrary classification

lies in the controversies which ensue.

Some would hold that Carroll’s Cheshire
Cat is not a kind of cat at all, simply
because there is no such thing in all of
the classifications of cats. This is sheer
foolishness and would bring even a
broader grin to a Cheshire Cat. For those
very literal-minded people, from whom-
the Cheshire Cat would quickly disap-

pear, it would seem that the short-haired

:Silver Tabby is actually the Cheshire

Cat in question. Some will hold that this

. is .an absolutely impossible idea and that

it is more logical to presume, since the
Cheshire Cat disappears from the tail to
the #rgring> thésdisappearing tail is the
cue. They would say the Cheshire Cat
is actually a Tailless Manx. This is not

_true, - even though the supporters of this

hypothesis may point out, as added evi-
dence, .the .preximity of the Isle of Man

Not exactly in a class with Winston
Churchill's memoires of World War II,
but guaranteed to take your mind off
that war, this war, or almost any war,
is Walter Chandoha’s recently published
cat picture-book “Catnips at Love and
Marriage”.

As the name implies, this book, a series
of some of the best cat pictures we've
ever seen, takes playful bites at Love and
Marriage as seen through the eyes of a
typical advice-to-the-Lovelorn columnist.
In fact, the captions ape the voices of
America’s many Dorothy Dixes so well
that at times the two are indistinguish-
able, and we are left wondering if per-
haps Rhea Dee, who wrote them, is not
Miss Dix out for a lark.

Even without captions, however, the
pictures would stand alone as triumphs
of artistry — artistry, we might add,
which must be combined with infinite
patience. The expression of the ‘“wife”
in the above picture, for example, must
have been a fleeting thing, while other
“wives” in the book, like ‘“‘the unthink-
ing wife who dozes at hubby’s jokes”,
the still happy ‘“single girl” who can do
away with an undesirable suitor with one
look of cold hauteur, all being caught
in similar quick off-guard moments, all
reflect again the agile way of Mr. Chan-
doha with a camera.

The “wives” are not the only ones
who come in for a ribbing, however, for
we see sad-eyed hubbies, surrounded by
confetti, top hats ,and other accoutre-
ments of revelry, unable to join in the
festivities because of their overly con-
templative natures.  “Don’t fret”, says

the caption, “if he is the reserved type
at social affairs” . . .

more if he were the familiar life-of-the-
party”, and then we see a black cat
sprawled out in an undignified attem

to scale what appears to be a Venet
blind wall.

Other “husbands” hide in jugs to avoid
arguments, while a few no-accounts
spend their days out in the alley, sur-
rounded by empty bottles and memories,
or perch in a bedraggled bachelor way
among the roof-tops whither they have
been driven by their nagging spouses.
One bachelor, but he does not look
happy, sleeps alone.

The book is certain, in short, to bring
many chuckles. You will wonder it some
of the photos, and laugh at the apt-or
in-aptness of the captions, for they do
have a way of being in-apt at the most
opportune moments.

The pictures alone, however, are worth
many times the almost unbelievably low
price of the book (25 cents). Our only
possible regret is that someone evidently
thought there were not enough cat-
lovers to justify a more expensive print-
ing, or else, someone discovered just in
time that a good many cat-lovers are
indigent artists. %

At any rate, Cat ‘Lovers of America,
take heart! Here is a pocket-book which
you’ll love, and one for which you’ll not
have to empty those tattered, oft-dis-
turbed, old pockets.

CALIFORNIA EXHIBITORS LEAD WITH THIRTY-FOUR WINNERS

Forty outstanding cats of the Western show world are
named 1951 ALL-WESTERN for their breed, color, and sex
in this issue of CATS. These are the best cats in the Coast
and Mountain states as computed by a specially developed
mathematical system originated for and used exclusively by
CATS magazine.

In this fifth annual listing, California exhibitors lead with
34 winners, an indication of the overwhelming lead of the
Golden State in the Fancy. The position, however, is not so
dominant as last year, when out of 45 All-Westerns, Cali-
fornia claimed 41. The 1951 ratings find Oregon with three
winners, Washington with two, and Wyoming breaking in for
the first time with one—Champion Hollywood’s Blue Velvet,
owned by E. W. Krampert of Casper, Wyoming.

Twenty-four of the winners are Long Hairs, 13 Foreign
Short Hairs, but only three classes of Domestic Short Hairs
are rated. While more classes: than these were exhibited,
sufficient show wins to earn mecntion were made only by cats
in the 40 classes listed.

Leading the West for Cat of the Year honors is Grand
Champion Pied Piper of Barbe Bleue, Black Long Hair Male
owned by Frances S. Campbell; and for Best Opposite Sex,
Mrs. Fred Wildenhus’s Blue Long Hair Female, Blulace Rose-
pointe of Leilania is ahead. Both must now compete against
the other top All-Sectionals throughout the country for the
covéted “Best” rankings.

Four of the 1951 All-Westerns were All-American in 1950
—Grand Champion Pied Piper of Barbe Bleue; Quadruple
Champion Michael of Beverly-Serrano; Double Champion
Briargate Miles Gregory; and Double Champion Laos Santee
Wat de Casa Gatos. All 1951 All-Westerns who have earned
enough wins to gain a high number of All-Sectional points are
in the running for All-American honors, but these can not be
determined until the September announcement.

Of last year’s 45 winners, only eight were able to repeat.
These, in addition to the four listed above were Double

Champion Blulace Rosepointe, Double Champion Kiva’s
Kachina Doll, Mar Vista’s Hassan of Glen Mar, and Double
Champion Rosegate’s Rosabella.

Quadruple Champion Michael of Beverly-Serrano has been
All-Western since 1948 and earns the distinction of being the
only four-time winner to be represented this year. Double
Champion Briargate Miles Gregory with three straight wins
furnishes the only close competition in this respect.

In number of winners, Mr. and Mrs. S. G. Miles and Mrs.
Blanche Warren lead with three each. Steve and Detta
Adams, Mr. and Mrs. Chet Denning, Rita and Bob Wilson,
and Mrs. Louise Sylvia all have two.

The CATS magazine ratings combine the results of every
sanctioned cat show of the four official organizations held
anywhere in the United States and Canada during the show
season of 1950-51. The All-Sectional and All-American Cats

to the Western coast of England and
Cheshire.

Without further argument or discourse
on why the Cheshire Cat is not what
she is not, let us examine the reasons
why the Cheshire Cat is actually a short-
haired Silver Tabby. First, there is the
matter of wisdom. Is not the Silver
Tabby the wisest of all cats? When Alice
asks, “Where ought I to go from here?”
and the Cheshire Cat replies, “That de-
pends a great deal on where you want
to get to,” can there be any doubt that
this is the logic of a Silver Tabby? A

Manx would certainly have asked,
“Where do you wish to go?” and prob-
ably, “Where have vou been?” The

Cheshire Cat knew only too well that
these were hardly worth consideration;
besides one cannot answer a question
with a question. Then, there is the
matter of wit. When the Cheshire Cat
asks, “Did you say a pig or a fig?” she
intends the question to have a humorous
effect. A witty play on words or a pun
are the favorite forms of humor in Ches-
hire and typical of the Silver Tabby.
Finally, there is the matter of disappear-
ing. It is characteristic of the Silver
Tabby to withdraw into some secret
place for extended periods of thoughtful

In August 1936 a litter of kittens was
born to a cat in Wilmington, N. C.
(owner Mrs. Annie Mae Gannon). Only
one kit of the four was normal. One had
no tail, another only a stub of a tail, and
the fourth was dog-like, with short
whiskers, black, white and yellow face,
ears long and sharply pointed, hind legs
bowed, stub tail. Hair short, smooth and
dog-like all over its body. It was born
twelve hours after the other three with
its cyes open and able to crawl a little.
Had the voice of a cat, but sniffed like
a dog at its food. Did not play with
other kits, but stretched out and watched
them frolic.

reflection. The Cheshire Cat’s trick y
vanishing would appeal strongly tover
Silver Tabby, although not to her alone.
A Siamese would enjoy this, too.

As a matter of further consideration,
there is the choice of location. The
Cheshire Cat is always smiling down
from the branches of a tree. No long-
haired cat would ever sec the advantages
of leaving her velvet cushion for a disap-
pearing act in the tree tops, and might
even find the practice somewhat vulgar.
Moreover, what long-haired cat is cap-
able of admitting, “We're all mad”?

The fact that the Cheshire Cat chooses
the tree as her field of operation is a
further commentary on her nature. She
entertains the same feelings of superiority
that every cat enjoys, but at the same
time, she wants some kind of an ob-
servatory position in the world of events.
The tree is a natural choice: elevated
and elusive, but in the thick of every-
thing. Another typically Silver Tabby
attitude.

Many will disagree with these ideas.
Some will point to the obvious excep-
tions, recalling a short-haired Silver
Tabby totally unlike the Cheshire Cat.
Others may find reasons, which satisfy
them, why ‘the Cheshire Cat may cven
be a Smoke Persian, ignoring all other
ccensiderations. Such controversies al-
ways result from attempts at classifica-
tion, which is probably one reason why
the question has gone so long unan-
swered. The Cheshire Cat, herself, would
offer né help. She would simply smile
and finally disappear, leaving, as Alice
found, only “a grin without a cat.”

THE SNOWBALL BUSH

In a neighboring city yard a snowball
bush has proved immensely attractive to
many cats, though some do not notice its
existence. Those that find the bush of
interest will spend thirty minutes at a
time licking and caressing the bark.

This extraordinary conduct aroused
my curiosity to such an extent that in
order to ascertain what chemical or other
substance in the bark of the bush fas-
cinates cats I inquired of the Brooklyn
Botanic Garden and The New York
Botanical Garden, but neither had ever
heard of the snowball bush’s attraction
for felines. The Librarian of the Brooklyn
Garden, however, sent a list of consti-
tuents founds in the bark: starch, a little
tannin, much ash ,some resin, a bitter,
water-soluble glucoside believed to be the
source of valeric acid and an important
component, and stated that the bark
is used in medicine as a nervine, astrin-
gent, diuretic and tonic, etc. The Di-
rector of the New York Garden fouad
that valerian, of which, as we all know,
many cats are fond, contains valeric acid
and that the snowball bush also contains
this acid. He kindly sent me a vial hold-
ing a wad of cotton soaked with valeric
acid, with which many cats have been
tested. Some paid no attention io the
open vial, others were charmed by it,
two of them batting it around delighted-

1y as though it were a catnip mouse.

If one has space in the garden fei
snowball bush, it will provide much
joyment for the family and for some cats.

MISCHIlEF—A GRAND CHAMPION
WHO WORKS FOR A LIVING

Many cat-lovers have expressed inter-
est in the recent Cities Service advertise-
ment which ran in the Saturday Evening
Post.

The comparison of record-breaking
cats was the theme of the advertisement,
and it featured ‘“‘success” stories on two
