Hors this common house cat, ancestry
rnknou'n, turned the magic of "crash-
ine" one of the top events in catdom, is
qu;te a story.

It all started when, for some reason,
the mouse population recently increased
at the Gates warehouse on South Santa
Fe Drive. Ernployees there called a coun-
cil of rvar. The manager listened to all
proposals-all the way from better mouse
traps to the use of a "small atomic
bomb.'' His crera' had an answer: The
cat! .{h, there was the answer! Never in
all histor-v had man produced a betier
mousetrap.

Employees visited the nearby Dumb
Friends League and sounded out possi-
bilities. Three cats "adopted" rvas the
result.

Each was
expecting blessed events.

That left Philblack-like MacArthur
in Japan after World War II, the enemv
conquered, but still there, on duty-just
ln case.

With less mice to worry about, there
was more time for Philblack to show his
stuff. For the price of 1/2 pints of milk
per day, he turned on the ol' charm--
pawing playfulll', cuddline up l.oveably
at appropriate moments. He made him-
self a major part of the family. Came
the National Cat Show announcement,
and there was onlv one thing to do:
Enter Philblack in ihe event.

Why not? emplovees asked. The Na-
tional Cat Show ryas a benefit event.
Sponsored try the Colorado Cat Fanciers
Association, its proceeds went to build
a.nd equip a Service Men's lounge in the
Denver ljnion station-a wortliv cause.'Ihere were some 160 felines'on dis-
play. There were Persians. Siamese. do.
mestic shorthairs and household pets from
Boston, Minneapolis, Texas, -and 

the
West Coast as weli as from all over
Denver and Colorado.

As a special treat. the show feetured
"PeeWee,'' the midget Siamese; ,,Tidden-
Tadd-en," the famous cat that repulsed a
bandit: "Clementine Jones," the cat thar
rvalked 1600 miles to eet back home.

Then-there was Philblack!
What did thel- sar. about Philblack?'l'he card in his cage at the show

read: "Champion mouser Industrial
cat who works for a living!" When the
iudging was completed , a 4th Prize rib-
bon (household pets division) hung ther.c
too.

(Omaha, Nebraska) biology animal de-
Dartnlcnt.' Considered a rale thing in the fclinc
family, the kittens were brought to .D-r.
John'F. Sheehan, Director of- the-Creiglh-
ion Biology Departntent, by Dorothy
Noonan of Omaha, who lives near the
Liniversitv.-fhe two-month old specimens, two
females, one male, are the original three
of a liiter. The mother has a normal
length tail, the father a short tail.

The mother cat has given birth to
kittens without tails in previous litters,
but this is the first 'time the whole litter
has been abnormal.

Dr. Benedict J. Jankoski, Assistant
Professor of Biology, explained the "be-
lieve it or not" as mutation.

In biological terrninolgy, this means
that the offspring suddenly differ {rorrr
the parcnts in sJme welll-marked char-
acteristics.

This is distinguished from a gradgal
r;riation in whlch new characters be-
con'.c h:ghlv developed only in the coursc
ci rran\-generatlons.

The rnarauding cat measure has now

becorne truly a national issue with the
June start by The Friends of the Birds
of an invasion of Congress. Literature is
going to every member of our national
law makers in Washington. And naturally
we may expect Miss Gertrude Charnv
in two more years to have the measure
introduced again in Caliiornia. We will
gein nothing by feelings against Miss
Charny. She is within her full consti-
tutional and social rights. What we nded
is l(h of cat lovers with her zeal ar'd
persistance. Please read again my radio
talk as published in the May CATS
Magazine. For the past tw,o years by pen
and radio and letters-hundreds of them

-I 
have been urging concerted action by

cat lovers. This is a nationai measure, for
the California campaign was jus't an
opening wedge.

Mrs. T. A. Dobyns, corresponding sec-
retary of the Nerv Orleans Cat Fancier's
-{,ssociation has answered the challenge
in Louisiana. Through her group, news-
papers have been contacted and also
even' Congressman of the Louisiana Par-
ishes. She is alerting her State cat lovers.
We need this same immedia,te AND
CONTINU,IN'G alertness in every city
and district of the United States.

For the past two years I have worked
under the incorporation of Na,tional Cit
Wcek through its committee "World
Friends of the Cats." But there are so
manl' problems distinctly needing atten-
tion that for rnonths a few of us have
been working on tentative details for a
medium to handle all such problems.
The Cat Crusaders plan to form an in-
corporated organization. We shall keep
all cat lovers informed. For the present,
however, we shali continue to work
through The Friends of the Cats.

Both the marauding cat measures and
the various municipal licensing ordin-
ances are primarily 'based on ignorant
(and bometimes perhaps wiiful) misin-
formation that cats are the major enemy
to song birds and other birds and
threaten their very existence, Not one
scientific report on this has ever been
produced. Unfortunately cat lovers are
as ignorant, for the greater part, as the
enemies of the feline in this vital informa-
tion.

Luckily states have for years treen mak-
ing scientific surveys, by examining the
stomachs of feral house cats and bv other
methods. The latest is ttre ten-year survev
bv the Fish and Game depar,tment of
Cali{ornia. In Michigan, Missouri, Wis-
consin, Oregon and elsewhere the find-
ings all have the same tenor, proving that
even the feral house cat is not a- "men-
ace" to any form of bird life. The whole
studv of the baiance of nature refutes

an hour and a half before the sccond
l<itten was born, and Rhubarb stayed
light next to the box, making cooing
sounds of comfort. She aided in the birth
by taking the kitten's head in her mouth
and hastening its birth. Then she cut the
cord with her teeth, cleaned up that
liitten, and again cleaned up the mother
cat. 'Ihe Siamese was too worn out to
nurse them, so Rhubarb even took over
and fed the other cat's kittens, as she
r.vas still able to do so from having nursed
her own so recently. The third birth
was another hour later, and the fourth
one soon after that. In each case, Rhu-
barb took care of all the details of the
birth, and did all the duties of the
natural rnother cat.

Since then, she has acted as a foster
mother to them, baby-sitting when Simi
Roo is away, and they take turns wash-
ing the kitten's faces, and carryjng them
hacl< and forth from the closet. There is
complete agreement between the two
cats norv, and it has amazed many people
rvho have heard the storv.

I hope this story will'be of value to
your l![agazine. We are very enthusiastic
about CATS, and we have'mailed extra
copies to catJoving friends with whom
rve wished to share one special article.
