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CAT SHOWS IN G

My visit to America to judge for the
Garden State Cat Club and trIo Kan Cat
Clr-rb rvas a great thrill, I was very
honoured by these invitations, especially
so as you have so many excellent judge,r
and do not need others from herti or
elselvhere. It was a delicate compliment
to the English Cat Fancy which was
appreciated rery much. It is hoped to
have your Miss trlsie G. Hydon to judge
for us at our Coronation show in Octo-
ber, an invitation has been sent and the
reply is eagerly awaited. A judge of
sLrch renown rvill be a great source of
happiness to a1l. Miss Hydon has been
asl<ed to do all Blue Persians.

At the English sl-rows several judger;
are irnited, each Specialist judge taking
thc colours she or he is allocated, but
they rnust be on the Specialist Clubs'
lists of judges. Fifteerr judges qLrite ofterr
officiate at a show, individual breeds-
arrd then some judges for miscellaneous
classes. These you do not have such as:
Any Variety Lo'r'rghair, which takes ir-r

all the colours, which. are jLrdged agaiust
each other, sometimes twenty in a class
and many of them champions or have
u,on a challenge certificate that day. Then
again there are classes Any Variety Cat
or kitterr rvith the remark (including OR
excluding Siamese). Then there are
Brceclers classes, Limit Classes, Special
Limit classes, Novice (these quite diff-
crent from, your Novice classes) Radius,
Visitors, and many othels, stch as

Junior, Senior, Team, Any Colour, Pairs
A.C., Brace A.C., Maiden M or F. The
last few shows had r87 and r9r classes,
these were very fu11, hardly any with
less than seven entries and many with
frorn twelve to thirty, these very big
olles, orlr show managers try to divide
ir-rto males and females, thus giving a
charce to more of the exhibits.

The Nlanx are all classed together in
one, not as with you, each colour separ-
ately. The same is done with Neuters,
all Longhair are in one class and the
same rvith Shorthair, sometimes ten or
tu,elve being judged against each other.
Then tl.rere are classes for Any Variety
neuter Shorthair or Long, which in-
cludes Siamese. The Siamese also have
a nellter class, at the last show there
were ni:le in their class, the Shorthair
class had Russian Blue, British Blue
atrcl Reds in, and the Longhair neuter,
had Creams, Blues, Smokes, Chinchillas,
Tortoiseshell, Reds. The kittens also
have a1l the various classes mentior-red.
With the Siamese after thi:ir Open
classes all the colours S.P., B.P.,
C.P., are judged against each other in
such classes as Breeders, Novice, Senior',
.|Lrnior, Lirnit and Special Limit, kittens
the same.

The Champions arc al1 judged against
each other in what is called Champion
of Chan'rpions Longhair, and the saire
for Shorthair. Starting this 1'ear ite are
to have points towards Grand Champion.
This is something rvb have r.rever had, I

put it before our Governing Councii
asking that this additional title might
be peimissable for exhibits. It has bien
made a difficrrlt thing. There must be not
less tharr selen entries in the class, the
au,ard must he rvon r.rnder five different
judges, before a cat can becorne a Grand
Champion. I had great l.re1p from some
of your experts firding out exactly how
Anrerica did this, I thir-rk our method is
very good and more difficult, but this
is an asset. as it is an award of great
rnerit and something to prize highly. I
have not clLlite gathered how you arrive
at the linal conclusion. I believe also
that exhibitors have to apply to their
Federatic,n or -\ssociation, claiming their
points, if not done in time this is lost.
So f ar the Secretary of the G.C.C.F.
rvill be n.,ting these as he does for Chal-
lerrge certincates, and he notifies in Frrr
ct Feathcr. the official paper of the
G.C.C.F. iird ir.r other publications the
cats ri'hich have become Champions that
sltos' season. The exhibitor has not to
clo this. The Continent follows this pro-
cedrrre. but thel', like you, do not have
so man-\' cliisses, Breeders, and Imported
thel' h:,ti r.. also Pairs, Teams, which
thel' call Gr,rups, and sometimes have
1lp t.r se\ cn. Couples, tl'rese for adults
arrrl kitt.ns alike as with us.

The Bt:t in Show is not done r,r'itl-r
r.lnc judg. as in America. Here and on
the Cor'.tir'.ent the jr-rdges nomirrate their
Best Cat ar';d Best Kitten, iI required,
and there arr specials for them-male
ancl fernrile are nominated. This goes for
Lcnghair and Shorthair. A panel of
judges ha. previously been appointed
from the judqes officiatirrg, sometimes
fir-e ior the panel, sometimes three. A
referee judge has also been elected, this
is all done s'hen the sl.rorv is being ar-
ra|ged b1' the various Clubs at their
committ.e rneetings. It has been asked,
hol- l'ith nr-e judges can the referee be
cailed in. the same also applied to three
judges. This can happen rvhen trvo iudges
vote (this h1- secret ballot on a slip of
paper) ior one of the exhibits, trvo for
another ar.rd one for a differer-rt exhibit.
This can also happen if each judge of
the fir'e or three has voted differently.
This does nut oiten happerr. ivhen it does
the Referee is called in, thoroughly in-
spects each and writes his or her vote
(this is bv number not name) on a slip
of paper and liands it to the Shorv
manager. The arvard is then called out
by number, name of exhibit and name
of the orvr.rer. A great number of visitors
and exhibitors gather round the stage
for this verl- important part of the show.
As ours are one day show-s, you will
see tl-rat ne have to have many judges, or
tl.re r'vork t'ould never be ertcted. ThLrs
with tlrree or fir'e as a panel for Best irr
Shorv, the an'arclirg of this oovetecl arvard
is not 1e{t to one person. With so many
alnost perfect subjects it is a difficult,
thing arrd needs a" lot of expert opinion.
The judges on the panels are selected
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AND AMERICA
from those who have hra gr""t t 'hiledge of all the various breeds that may
be brought out for the final judgment.

Another point whilst I am trying to
compare procedure of the Continer-rt
and English shows witl-r yours is that
with G.C.C.F. sponsorecl shor,vs, no ex-
hibitors are allorved to be on the floor
of the show hall, but in a balcony if
there is one. One or two stewards are
allocated to English jrrdges arrd they go
round and stop in f ror.rt of each cage
where a tatrle is placed or wheeled, the
exhibit is brought olrt onto this table,
handled by the judge and thoroughly
exarrined all over, under and over, notes
are written at the same tirre that the cat
or kitten is out ar.rd then it is returned to
its pen, tl'ris goes on f rom one to the
other, after each cat the judge and
stewards wash and disinfect their hands,
often wiping dorvn the front oI overall
coat, this to help take the smell of ote
lrale cat from the 1lext, or as the case
may hc, orre callirrg queerr fr,,m next [o
a male. A f ter each exhibit has been
examind, comparisolrs are made, this
oftcrr entails handling agairr. seeirtg orrc
agair.rst the other so as to get to the final
arvard of that class. Exhibitors are l1ot
allowed near the pens or judges. A
jLrdging ring is not used in England but
is on the Continent, often ir-L a different
room, but always on a raised platform,
s.ith exhibitors kept at a distance. Some-
times in the smaller shos's this is not
quite as easy as it is rvith the trnglish
shols, where a1l are banned irom the
show hall, they must vvatch if they so
wish from a balcony or roped-off place.

Now, although the names of the win-
ners and my reports on them har.e al-
ready been published, I'd like to write
a few words about the shorvs I judged
ir-r America this past season.

What a wonderful shorv the Garden
State C.C. show was. Staged perfectly
lvith Miss Elsie G. Hydon as show man
ager-the ideal show manager-never
perturbed, tactful, and courteous always,
with a great charm of manner to every-
one, evelr the smallest visitor or exhibitor
there. No wonder she is so lor.ed by all
of you. Ferv people realize the respon-
sibility of a shorv manager, there have
been lor.rg days and nights of work and
then the day before the shorv everything
seenr,s to be going rvrong, but the day
dawns and the show IS a great suc-
cess. With you the anxiety goes on for
trvo days, on the Continent sometimes
for three days, I have seen show man-
agers absolrrtely exhaustecl at the end
of tl-rese days. In my opinion this is too
long for any cat. I am tharrkful that the
G.C.C.F. favorirs oqe day s/rori's or1t,. Of
course the British people have not the long
distances 10 go as you ltave. ali,, orr ,L'
