FOR PET-OWNERS
To The Editor:

As a subscriber to your magazine, I
hope that you will publish this open
letter. T am sure that there are others
who feel the same as I do concerning
the way many cat shows are handled.
I am not a breeder but my wife and I
enjoy a very beautiful Siamese Cat as a
pet.

The first fact that one cannot help but
notice is that cat shows are put on by
and for breeders, exclusively. Of course,
all owners of cats are encouraged to
enter cats but if they do, they soon learn
that they are not really taken seriously.

It was about two years ago during a
cat show that our cat was placed in a
judging cage and then returned to its
own cage without judging, owing to
some sort of mix-up which of course
was as they said, unintentional. I pro-
tested and my cat was returned and
given a Blue Ribbon, being the oniy
Neuter Siamese and also having no com-
petition, there seemed to be nothing else

‘to do. However, it is my impression

that it is not necessary for a cat to win
a Blue Ribbon unless the judge thinks

the cat has enongh points to do so. Since
he did win a Blue Ribbon he was at this
pointeeligible to compete for Best Neuter
in the show. He was not even consid-
ered and not brought up due to the fact
that he was competing against a cat
(long-haired) whose breeder had been
making the rounds of the cat shows for
years and the cats cage was fairly drip-
ping with ribbons even though the owner
was talking of retiring the cat. Perhaps
my cat could not have won, but it would
have been a nice gesture to me as a cat
fancier and supporter of a cat organiza-
tion to at least have had my cat judged.

This year the cat was again placed in
the judging box, his number was mixed
and the persons in charge were about
to return the cat to its own cage and T
again protested. I had the feeling that
the cat had little chance of being judged
fairly or judged at all if they could heip
it. He was withdrawn from the show.

1f cat breeders wish to put on shows
for their own amazement, they should
not open them up to the public. The pub-
lic are given the idea that many local
cats are competing and being judged
fairly. Nothing could be farther from
the truth.

Since the breeders are apparently in
need of other outside interest and help,
it seems to me that other cats in the
show are worthy of some consideration.
The public is little interested in the tech-
nical aspects of cat breeding and can-
not be expected to beat the doors down
getting in to pay to see such a s
less something is done to interest them.

To even a “Pet” Fanci
bon, a Rosette or a Cup, means quite 2
lot for although he doesn’t make a busi-
ness of following cat shows, he is ju
proud of his cat as a breeder and has
just as much right to win, if his cat
merits the honor.

The biggest question mark of all is the
attitude of breeders toward Neuters.
You are advised that no matter how
beautiful they may be, they are just
about the lowest form of cat, and why?
Breeders themselves advise that cats be
neutered for more satisfactory pets un-
less the owner wishes to breed them.

I have some ideas on how a cat show
should be put on—a show that really
would interest the public. There must be
other cat lovers who also have ideas. I
should like to hear from them. It seems
to me that a national organization for
owners of cats as pets is very much
needed. Personally, I never will enter a
cat in a show as they are operated at
the present time. My sense of fair play
will not let me become a part of a show
that is so obviously mismanaged.

Owners of cats as pets (not breeders)
please write to me expressing your views
on this subject.

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ENGLISH CATS

Mayfair has long been known through-
out the world as a fashionable district

Slondon. But now, as in the rest of

idon, there are in Mayfair great gap-
ing spaces, ruined buildings and rubble,
and homes reduced to blackened shells.
While T was stationed at the American
Embassy in London during World War
Two I used to walk through this district
each day, and often I would pass a build-
ing several times before I realized that
it was only a shell with vacant windows
and doorways with only steel girders left
inside.

One of the surprising things about
these bombed out houses was that some
of them were still occupied—not by hu-
man inhabitants; but by the household
cat who had returned to her home after
the blitz with the homing instinct that
cats the world over possess. Another
surprising thing was that these cats
looked plump and well cared for in spite
of their desolate surroundings. At first
I could not understand it. Later I learned
the explanation.

There was a large grey and white cat
which I always saw sitting in an empty
window frame in a bomb-blasted house
01 South Audley Street. I used to stop
and speak to her and stroke her head,
attentions which she seemed to enjoy as
much as cats in the United States do.
Her sleek, well-fed appearance, as she
sat among the ruins of what had once
been a handsome building, puzzled me
until one morning [ happened to notice
on the girders just beneath her perch a
rewspaper spread out as a table and
covered with fish bones and other tid bits
appealing to feline appetites.

On making mqulry, I found that some
kind hearted ladies in London made it a
regular practice to go about in the city
and feed the cats that were too much
attached to their former homes to leave
them even after they had heen hope-
lessly shattered by bombs or gutted by
fire.

A large black and white cat sat regu-
larly in the doorway, or what once had
been the doorway, of a bomb-shattered
mansion on Park Lane. And a third cat,
this one a big yellow fellow, dwelt 1in
another bombed out house on Curzon

treet. Apparently he had belonged to
the servants and knew his station. For
he sat on a girder just below the strest
level ; whereas the cats on Park Lane
and South Audley Street proclaimed
their right to the first floor with the
quality.

Hereford Street. Consequently I could
use my ration book myself; whereas
at the hotel T had to surrender it to the
management and never once saw a shell
egg from it while I was there.

T once heard an Englishman
say that the cheese was so mean it
wouldn't even mould. The large yellow
cat, however, seemed to enjoy it, and
would arch his back and thank me in
unmistakable cat language when I reach-
ed down to give him a piece.

The Erglish people, I found, are very
fond of animals and are very kind to
them. As evidence of this, all of the
cats that I saw in England during my
stay there appeared to be in good con-
dition. And this was in a period of war
and of shortages of everything. Yet in
spite of their meodest food rations, the
pecple managed to save something to
share with their ow ts and to provide
for the animals tha lost their homes.

On a train trip across England in thz
early fall of 1944, I recall sharing a
compartment with English ladies
ard a small and w v pug dog.

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PATTERNS, EXE COLOR, COAT LENGTH OF THE DOMESTIC CAT

The Domestic Cat has occasionally
& described as a hybrid and is some-
9& referred to as such by the hreeders
of Show Cats. No single statement could
be further from the truth. A hybrid is
a cross between two purebreeding var-
ieties; “in truth, showcats are domestic
cats which have been continuously bred
for certain features. The housecat is the
largest single variety of the species.

The domestic cat occurs in nearly all
localities. The individual may be any
specimen resulting. from the many pat-
terns and colors possible to the species.
The patterns are:

Mackerel Pattern: this pattern may
occur in the colors red, brown, or steel-
gray. Possibly the rarest combination is
represented by the Silver Mackerel.

Tabby Pattern: this pattern occurs
commonly in brown, red and steel-gray;
of the possible combinations, the Silver
Tabby is probably the rarest form show-
ing this pattern.

Siamese Pattern: the mask, ears, fore-
legs, hindlegs, and tail are the “points”
of the animal. The colors bred in the
points for show purposes are seal-brown,
chocolate-brown, or blue. Any other color
may become the points of the animal.

Solid Color: It is nearly impossible to
achieve an animal of one solid color.
The effect may be spoiled by one differ-
ently colored whisker or a few scattered
hairs. However, Whites, Blues, Blacks,
Creams, and Reds of apparent pure
color are exhibited at every show, and
the Sable Brown Burmese closely ap-
proaches the solid color definition.

Ticked Pattern: the cat may be a
Smoke (white undercoat and black on
the ends), Chinchilla or Abyssinian.
Ticking occurs in two, three, or four
bands. The Smoke is an example of two-
toned hair; the Abyssinian possesses
three and sometimes four bands of the
single hair, It is difficult to breed any
variety of cat free of bars and other
markings; an evenly ticked specimen
free of bars and other markings is as
rare as the perfect solid color specimen.

Particolor Paitern: showcats possess-
ing this pattern in solid colors are the
Tortoiseshell and the Blue-cream; the
“blaze” is an important point in show
specimens. The particolor animals are
not restricted to the patches of solid
color; the patches may contain part of a
Mackerel or Tabby Pattern. The animal
would then be described as a particolor
Tabby or Mackerel dependent on the
pattern shown.

These are some semantic difficulties
in discussing coats and colors: the
double coat of the Manx is consistently
confused with the wundercoat of the
Abyssinian. This appears to be a con-
tradiction of terms as the Abyssinian

No possible combination of dominant
and recessive characters could explain
these results; eye color appears as the
result-of-a factor affecting the structure
of the eye. Successive structural changes
resuit in the different eye colors; blue is
at one end of the scale and orange is at
the other end.

It will be noted that eyecolor appears
to be governed by factors that travel
closely with the T-factor (Twypes of
Ticking). Blue eyes appear with the Sia-
mese and the Whites; hazel or green
eyes appear with the Silvers; orange or
yellow eyes appear with the breeds that
do not possess these restrictive factors.
Then, in attempting to determine eye-
color, the restrictive factors of the par-
ents should be considered. Eye-color, as
such, is not determined by paired factors;
the eye is colorless and all apparent
colors are the result of a factor acting
on the structure of the eye.

Linked Traits: the repeated occurrence
of one trait in the company of another
gives rise to the linked characteristic
theory. Geneticists noticed that maleness
(in humans) consistently paired with
the shortened chromosome designated as
Y ; femaleness appeared in conjunction
with a double chromosome designated as
XX. This happened with such regularity
that the XY combination was said to
determine a male while the XX com-
bination determined the female.

A linkage seemed to occur with the
Siamese Pattern and blue eyes, but blue
eyes appear is other breeds than the Sia-
mese. Eye color is independently trans-
mitted and appears with white or cream
body colors.

The double coat and taillessness are
known to appear in the Manx. The
double coat, however, is not linked tc
taillessness as tailless cats have ap-
peared lacking the double coat. Probably
the most striking of these was the Siany
—so called because of the complete Sia-
mese Pattern. Taillessness appears to be
an aggregation of multiple factors; the
preserce of variously bob-tailled cats at-
tests this. It should not be regarded as a
simple dominant or recessive.

The terms “dominant” and “recessive”
were originally used in connection with
a single pair of dissimilar factors. One
of these traits would prevent the other
from making its presence known and
was known as the dominant; for refer-

ence sake the other was called the re-
cessive.

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THE FORBUSH
REVARICATIONS

In a book published as long ago as
1932 and entitled Economic Mammalogy,
the authors, Henderson and Craig, pub-
lished a statement which they could not
possibly prove, though their work was
supposedly a reliable source of in-
formation and enjoyed a wide circula-
tion. They said:

Cats have exterminated or nearly
exterminated more species of birds
than has any other animal except
man,

They admitted that they based this
allegation, not on personal investigation,
but on the writings of Edward Howe
Forbush of Massachusetts. It is well
known to those familiar with the litera-
ture that Forbush was one of the most
venomous cat-haters America has ever
produced, and therefore ore of the most
untrustworthy writers on the subject of
cats. Though he died in 1929, uninformed
persons still repeat his fiction as genuine;
but when asked what species of birds
have been exterminated or nearly so by
cats, they are unable to name even one.
It is a well-established fact, however,
that man has annihilated nearly a dozen
species of birds amounting in the aggre-
gate to countless millions of individuals.

Forbush called himself an ornitholo-
gist, ‘but no reputable ornithologist, and
no- representative of the Audubon So-
ciety, has ever failed to deny his state-
ment when questioned about it.

We shall do well to refresh our minds
on this topic now that we must con-
tend against persons calling themselves
“Friends of the Birds,” whose ambition

is the destruction of all cats. If we in- .

quire closely into the matter we shall
find that their ignorance is based largely
on the deliberate prevarication of Ed-
ward Howe Forbush.

Short dense hair, close lying : the coat
may be so dense as to give the impres-
sion of -a double coat. This is the case
with the Abyssinian and the Russian
Blue.

Short fine hair, close lying: the coat
gives no impression of thickness and is
very close lying. The Siamese and Bur-
mese display this trait. :

Long hair, fine texture: this coat is
designated as third in the series of dom-
inance. The LH’s, including the Peke-
iace, present the true glory of this coa..

Double coat: the Manx is the only
show cat whose standard requires this.
It is recessive to all other hair types ex-
cept the wavy.

Wavy hair: gives the impression of a
marcel.

Wavy hair appears more often in the
LH litters than others. No attempt has
been made to incorporate a “wavy haired”
showcat. Wavy hair has been placed
at the end of the series of dominance as
information is insufficient to assign it
any other position.

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Garden State Show, Mrs. H. Earl Nack,
a top-bracket ]udue in the Cat Fanciers
Federa was called to appear before
the Highest Judge of mankind. Sitting
before the ber ach of the English Judge,
Mrs. Anra Vize, she suddenly crumpled
to the floor. She was gone in a matter of
a very few minutes. A shadow of grief
enveloped the room. Judge Nack was a
much loved person, not only in her own
Federation and home Club, (Penn State
Cat Club, Philadelphia of which she
was president) but of all America. While
not aged in years she had been a breeder
for a long, long time and had served her
time well. She was an import-export
breeder, sending only the very best stock
to Europe and in return was exceedingly
well pleased with what was sent over
here for her own Cattery—(Kute Kit),
Willow Grove, Pennsylvania. (A very
short distance from Fhiladelphia). Judge
Nack was rated as an International
Judge and had covered America, judging
at the many and various Clubs that were
affiliated with her Federation. She was
part of the official staff of CFF. (Second
Vice President) and was an authority of
high measure on Silvers and Chinchillas.
She was regarded in The Fancy, as a
Judges’ Judge—tops in her particular
capacity in anything she did. It is hard
to think Judge Nack is gone. She will
be remembered always as one of the
colorful personalities of her time, pos-
sessing a delightful sense of humor that
gathered The Fancy to her where ever
she happened to be. Going into a Show
room, if you heard a ripple of laughter,
later ending in a climax of hilarious
mirth, you would find Judge Nack sitting
in the midst of the merriment—usually

with an expression of mild surprise that
her narrative had evoked such vivacious
gaiety.

She was an astute student of Federa-
tion politics and possessed an unbelieve-
able capacity of understanding ‘situations’
that were always cropping up in any
legislative sections of The Fancy. She
was considered a resourceful tactician
and a good person to have help one in
case of a misunderstanding.

Now if we ever have the good luck
to get a Boskat again, it will have to
spend its nights in the packing case and
it will be kept away from young kittens.
