CONCERNING CAESARIANS
Dear Editors:

I have read with pleasure the article
in Cars for July by Blanche Wolfram.
But T cannot resist adding information
from my experience concerning the kit-
tens of a cat who has had a Caesarian
operation. I have had quite a few and
find that the cat can take her own kit-
tens and nurse them after twenty-four
hours. I feed them with a nursing bottle,
half condensed milk and half boiled

water and put them in with the Mother

as soon as she will take them, which is
usually the next morning. Her milk
comes in quite promptly when the kittens
are with her and*meanwhile I keep feed-
ing them every three hours until I am
sure she has enough. Kittens will refuse
feeding when they get enough from the
Mother.

It is a pity to deprive the mother of
the pleasure of nursing her kittens and
it also may cause trouble with the breasts
if the milk comes and is not nursed.

I think the article is zery good and
should be a great help for breeders. I
do want to add that it is important not
to let the cat stay in labor too long, not
more than four hours and if kittens do
not come, take to the veterinarian at
once. I have just had one that had a
kitten caught crosswise of the birth pass-
age and no way it could have been born
naturally.

Already the 1954-1955 Cat Show Sea-
25 begun, and cats and their owners
are readying themselves for six
full months of competition and com-
panionship as individual cats will be put
to the test of actual comparison at the
hands of carefully trained impartial
judges while their owners are renewing
friendly rivalries and acquaintances.

Only one chapter of last year’s season
remains—the long-awaited listing of the
All-American Cats—the top prize-win-
ners as computed by Cars magazine’s
copyrighted scoring system. Starting on
page eighteen of this issue of Cats and
continuing to page thirty-nine are the
names of these cats and their owners,
their breed and sex designations and in
most cases announcements by their own-
ers including photographs, addresses, and
other information.

First, and highest-scoring cat as shown
in the box on this page is 1954 Cat-of-
the Year Grand and Triple Champion
Kerry Lu Ramon of Casa Contenta,
Silver (Chinchilla) male owned by Dr.
and Mrs. V. Van Zele of Lemon Grove,
California. Second, and highest female
is O.S. Cat-of-the-Year Grand Champion
Ammon Ra's Taisho, Seal Point Siamese
female of Miss Lillian Magner, Fort
Wayne, Indiana.

The Cat-of-the-Year and O.S. Cat-of-

the-Year awards gained by “Ramon” and
“Taisho” are the visible evidence that
during the past show season these two
extraordinarily fine cats have scored
more and higher show wins than have
any other cats in the United States and
Canada. The same is also true of all the
other All-American winners as compared
to all the American and Canadian cats
in their own breed, color, and sex desig-
nations. This year, for the first time,
recognition is also given to American
Honorable Mention Cats—winning indi-
viduals who have earned a large number
of All-American points, but who are
second in their own breed, color, and sex
classifications.

“Ramon’s” record, the more remark-
able for a Longhair because it was com-
piled in his first season of show com-
petition, includes Twelve Best in Show
wins under eleven different judges—seven
in All Breed shows, five in Specialties.
“Taisho” was shown under nine judges
and earned nine Best in Show awards,
four in All Breeds and five in Specialties.
Both cats thus gained their high honors
the “hard way”’—against all kinds of
competition and under the widest possi-
ble number of judges . . . to unquestion-
ably earn their right to Catdom’s highest
awards.

The 1954 All-American whose record
goes back farthest is Ba Lo’s Queen De-
sira. who was All-American in 1948 and
again in 1953. Longest consecutive record
is owned by Normont’s Angelique who
has been A-A every year since 1050,
while Tpl. Ch. Tommy Orange is re-
claiming this year the All-American title
which he first captured in 1950. Tpl. Ch.
Elco’s Rudolpho is the only fourth-time
A-A, his consecutive record going back
to 1951; while Tpl. Ch. Senza Coda’s
Storm Cloud of Ontario, Dbl. Ch. Flori-
danus Tangelo, and Quad. Ch. Billig’s
Patina all are claiming their third suc-
cessive '‘A-A rosette. Tpl. Ch. Rusty of
Ri-Bo is regaining a 1952 All-American
designation. 'Cats repeating 1953 A-A
wins are Tpl. Gr. Ch. (Imp) Moonbeam
of Gaylands, 1953 C-Y; Ch. Longhill’s
Tres Chic of Flagstone; Ch. Garvinia’s
Sissy of Polychrome; Ch. Shawnee’s
Masquerade; Dbl. Ch. Tempurra’s Truly
Fair; Dbl. Ch. Chirn Sa-hai Ricki;
Rosedere Dolly of Chesterfield; Gr. Ch.
Renee’s Zaca of Kiva; Samdur’s Spice;

But her overall ap-
pearance—pert, neat and altogether fem-
e—has proved to be not unattractive
tomcats; and this fact led to her
mitial Terrible Experience and the ner-
vous breakdown.

We had tried to protect her from just
such an encounter by assuring her,
through surgery, of a lifetime uncompli-
cated by marital problems.

Kay emerged from the hospital dedi-
cated to a life of spinsterhood. But there
was one tomcat in the neighborhood who
didn’t know it.

When he pressed his attentions with
too much ardour, she fled to one corner
of our living room. For 24 hours she
sat there, staring at the wall. She re-
fused the food and drink we brought her
znd did not react to our petting, coaxing
and simulated meowing.

The vet said she was in a state of
shock—suffering from a nervous break-
own. He prescribed rest and an avoid-
e of social contacts . . . especially
hose involving gentleman cats.

She eventually achieved a semblance
of normality; but it requires no Freud-
12n expert to understand why she still is
suspicious of strange men and always
acts “nervous as a cat” while they are
m the house.

The nervous breakdown has been fol-
lowed by other neurotic spells of vary-
ing intensity. During these visitations—
brought on by such things as a barking
log, air raid siren test, or even a rapidly
ing leaf—the cat retires to the psy-
chiatric ward to sulk until a restored
nervous adjustment permits her emer-
gence.

She herself located and established the
psych ward. It is a pitch black cell two
icet square under a dressing table in the
bedroom. It is isolated from the outside
world by the decorative cloth flounces
attached to the table’s edge..

ut on two recent occasions, when
spells were accompanied by person-
ality transference compulsions, tthe psy-
chiatric ward facilities proved inadequate.
The last time was when she didn’t eat

the canary.

And just prior to that, it was Kay’s
phobia concerning sewer installation en-
gineers.

They® were putting in a sewer line
along East Cliff drive just outside our
bedroom windows. This entailed much
going and coming with bulldozers, dig-
gers and heavy rollers.

These behemoths admittedly made more
noise than the normal traffic flow past
our house, but we did not expect them
to engender such violent reaction from
Kay. Like the traditional Englishman,
the cat always has considered the house
her castle and a haven of refuge from
outdoor dangers.

Any student of abnormal psychology
will recognize the cat’s compulsion to
play the part of a wheel. It can be psy-
choanalyzed as a personality transference
induced by her fear of those huge rollers
on the tractor rigs.

It is not unlike the case of an indi-
vidual with an unreasoning fear of high
places who goes off his rocker and thinks
he is an airplane or the flagpole on the
Empire State Building.

A somewhat similar drive of psycho-
somatic factors caused the cat to con-
sider herself a phonograph record when
we wouldn’t allow her to eat the canary.

The relationships between cat and
canary and the predestined interplay of
inherited behavior patterns will be recog-
nized in this incident, but one other fac-
tor must be explained. That is Kay's
deep-seated aversion to high-pitched
sounds. In a word: she doesn’t like
whistling. Can’t stand it!

They can open cupboards
and fight their way into drawers, etc.,
to find their seemingly necessary wool.
These cats with the excessive com-
pulsion seem to be those most likely
to pass the condition on to their
children. Obviously they are useless as
pets and often it seems unwise to use
them for breeding unless they are of
exceptional value or y. If they
are not to be retained as breeders, the
question of putting th to sleep
should be considered—it is kinder than
passing them on as pets to people who
would not understand them. We heard
once of a couple of Siamese owners
who had two wool chewing neutered
males. They fenced off a portion of
their apartment with chicken wire for
the cats. They soon felt the cats were
not happy being fenced in, so re-
moved all wool except the blankets on
the bed, then built the chicken wire
fence around the bed, and went to bed
in the cage themselves!

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AN ANALYSIS OF WOOL CHEWING Ann l;\/‘Ircmley

Many cats seem to have the tend‘éﬁt"i‘
to chew wool and other textiles to 2
very small extent. (“Other textiles”
are usually similar to wool and of a
fuzzy weave or yarn such as spun
nylon, but some cats will eat soiled
sox and underclothing or kitchen
towels, dishcloths, sponges, and other
things with similarly interesting smells
or flavors.) These cats can be con-
trolled more readily and their habits
can often be corrected entirely. Their
trouble is often psychological and
more attention or more frequent per-
iods of undivided attention and affec-
tion may be entirely enough to stop
the chewing. One of our queens will
look for something to chew as in-
frequently as once in three or four
months and then only if she is jealous
or feels neglected. A little affection
right then and there, followed by
just a little extra attention during the
next few days will take care of it like
magic.

. Kittens which are separated from their

mothers at too early an age seem t2
chew wool more readily than otners
This brings to mind the question of
the sucking instinct in humans and the
usual conclusion that excessive thumb-
sucking (and occasionally blanket
sucking!) often stems from early
weaning or the unsatisfied sucking in-
stinct resulting from too short periods
of nursing or from nursing bottle
nipples with extra large hoies which
allow the baby to get the milk too
easily. It has even been suggested that
smoking, cigar-chewing and gum-
chewing are adult manifestations of
the same unsatisfied urge!

Note that kittens weaned too earls
may well suffer both from an unsatis-
fied sucking instinct plus the psycholo-
gical blow of being separated from
their mother too soon.

recommends garlic as a worm treatment fqr cats. Have
you found this of benefit?
—Miss E. F. M., Glastonbury, Conn.

The effects of garlic are as controversial with animal lovers
as politics are with voters. I personally have not had any ex-
perience with it. Those that have used it will either swear by
it or at it. In the American Illustrated Medical Dictionary,
20th edition, by Dorland, garlic is mentioned as useful as a
digesttve stimulant and for chest disturbances such as a cough.
Clive M. McCay, professor of nutrition at Cornell University
says in his book Nutrition of the Dog, garlic “has been little
studied and no merit can be assigned” to it: However, if it
works satisfactorily for some I would be the last to discourage
its use except for some specific reason.

We recently acquired a kitten about three months old. She
is a half-breed Siamese, and absolutely tailless—what a Manx
breeder would call a Rumpy. Prior to her arrival here, she
was completely housebroken, but as soon as we got her, not
only did she cease to be housebroken, but seemed to lose all
control of herself. She constantly dribbles urine especially.
Otherwise she eats well, drinks milk and water and is very
affectionate. Is this condition inherent with the taillessness
and incurable, or involved with her change of environment?

—Mrs. T. T., Flemington, N. J.

While it is always possible that a hereditary deformity as-
sociated with the Manx characteristic has brought about this
lack of control of elimination, I would guess that such is not
the case here. Why a cat will be housebroken in one place
and not in another I do not know, yet this happens, and with-
out physical cause. Cats that will not behave properly in a
new home, will usually go right to the sand pon where they
were trained to go, when they are returned to their breeder or
original home. This condition is not peculiar to any one type
of cat. Care, kindness, and patience, and further efforts at
trying to train her again are all that [ can suggest.

I would like to know what is considered a well balanced
diet for Siamese cats? I feed mine frozen horsemeat with
rice (brown), canned horsemeat, raw kidneys, cooked kidneys,
canned cat food, and cooked beef.

—Mrs. V. L. M., Albuquerque, N. M.

This diet is typical of what many cats get to eat. I do not
feel that it is a balanced diet because it is deficient in cereal
foods which have food values that are lacking in the wmeat.
Dry dog food, shredded wheat, or similar products should be
added to insure that all the wvitamins and minerals are sup-
plied. Even a canwned cat or dog food is all right. “But my
cat will not eat that,” I hear every day. But if it were a child
would you give in and let him eat what he wanted or would
vou feed him what she should have for proper growth and
body maintenance?

RAT SCRAP BOOK gives a quotation
from Abraham Lincoln, “The cats fight,
but there are always plenty of Kittens.”

Miss
Wilson once wrote to me and stated that
on her desk as she wrote were some
“alley” cats which she loved equally with
the pedigreed cats she judges in England
and on the Continent.

Is it too much to hope that
the forthcoming season will allow
the reason for the ‘being of the
Fancy,” namely the welfare, breed-
ing, and common interest in cats, to
be the main concern of all fanciers,
and that all their stupid, petty squab-
bles may be a thing of the past.
Our Fancy is not—and please God,
never will be the House of Com-
mons with bitter party politics—or is
it? Has a cat any political views? If
asked all it would do is purr
‘Couldn’t care less”! Is not the cat
in Communist Russia or ‘China the
same in structure as those in Britain
or the U.S.A.? Does not the same
apply to the cat in Republican France
or royalist Norway? All ask for the
same care, and suffer the same ills.
When one knows of the millions of
cats the world over who are suffer-
ing through man’s neglect—what the
heck does it matter who holds some
position or other, in something or
other club? All that really matters
is that those who hold those positions
should lead their clubs along the one
and only path—that of trying to
better the lot of cats, all cats—for is
not the beautiful pedigree from the
same stock in the dim dark ages as
the poor stray struggling for exis-
tance?”

Thank you, Kit Wilson, for those
wholesome, constructive — and coura-
geous words.

it because somewhere along the line you
did not learn what must be done at such
times—if this has ever happened to you,
you realize why this column is being
carried in Cars Magazine. It is the hope
of this writer that information in these
articles passed on thriugh this “voice of
the cat world” will, in some small way,
prevent needless suffering and loss of
life to our little furred friends and give
to all tips for the better understanding of
and caring for their cats.

To some readers, these articles will
merely be pleasurable reading of essen-
tials that have long. been known; but to
others, it may be the discovery of funda-
mentals for which they have been search-
ing day after day. v

The novice of today has the pioneer
breeders of yesterday to thank for
making cat breeding possible for the lay-
man. Through their constant vigilance
of the health of the cat, the many cures
to feline sicknesses were first mentioned
and then made a final reality. One can
well imagine the many heartaches and
tears that were entailed when whole cat-
teries would be wiped out for the lack of
medical knowledge and the proper medi-
cine to cope with the dreaded diseases.
However, through it all, those of the past
have given us the many healthy speci-
mens of various breeds that are to be
found in catteries throughout the world.

Now that fine cats are becoming in-
creasingly popular in the home as well as
the cattery, many veterinarians and lab-
oratories are continuously carrying on
research into the causes and cures of
various cat diseases. With the discovery
of the so called “miracle drugs”, many
of which are being used on cats with ex-
cellent results, we have a better oppor-
tunity to save those cats whose being
sick heretofore meant almost certain
death. But perhaps one of the most im-
portant discoveries was the vaccine to
combat the intensely toxic Gastro En-
teritis. No cat should be kept without
the profection of this vital vaccine, for
contact with the disease without pre-
ventive measures usually means certain
death for the cat. More about this in a
later article.

As there are golden rules for human
existence, there is one for feline well-
being—see to it that a sick cat receives
prompt medical attention. Never wait un-
til a disease has a firm grip on a cat be-
fore taking it to your vet. He is no
miracle worker but he will certainly
serve you and your cats well if you co-

erate with him to the best of your
.ility. Then, too, it is possible that in-
formation that was of help to others
might help both you and your vet in
affecting a cure in much less time and
with less expense.

One other item of prime importance is
good nursing. Not only is it necessary
to provide proper medication to relieve
physical pain, but even animals will re-
spond better to treatment if the atmos-
phere surrounding its existence is a
cheerful one. Do all you can to keep up
the spirits of the cat and add to this the
thought of always keeping its place of
confinement spotlessly clean. Kindness,
love, and good care pay off in big divi-
dends, even if those dividends only come
