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THE NEUROTIC MR. SPECS

In the first place, Mr. Specs is a
Siamese cat—but there never was a cat
like him, even in his kittenhood. True,
he has all the correct feline appurtenances
in all the proper places, and he gives
battle on the town’s back fences, and he
considers mice dietary tidbits. But there
the resemblance ends. Does he catch the
mice he eats, for instance? He does not.
Not since I, at any rate, called him down
to the basement one morning and gave
him a mouse from a trap I had set the
night before. From that day on, whenever
Mr. Specs gets a hankering for a juicy
bit of mouse steak, he hies himself to the
basement, stands on the identical step he
stood upon that historic morning, and
screams imperiously for me, who he is
firmly convinced is his guardian and spe-
cial body servant, to fetch him a mouse.

Further, Mr. Specs wears glasses. Not
all the time, and strictly not for utilitarian
reasons, but apparently because my hus-
band put a toy pair on him one day and
everybody scemed so pleased.

I suspect,
moreover, that my husband doesn’t try to,
very hard; he has too much fun regaling
incredulous strangers with. the story of
his cat who is “kept in the ice box at
night !”

And then, after we had become inured
to all these foibles, it happened. Mr. Specs
went and got himself neurotic. Dating
from the time of the cloudburst last
spring. We were away during the ‘storm,
and we drove home with flood waters
swirling around our hub caps. As we
sloshed up to the back door, we could
hear hoarse cat talk mingled with watery
sounds from inside the house. Qur hearts
contracted. Knowing Mr. Specs, anything
could have happened.

But there he was, perched high and dry
on the kitchen counter, mumbling im-
precations, and peering fearfully down
through the open door into the basement,
whence came the sound of the trickling
water. We instantly made our deductions.
The flood had come across our back yard
and poured noisily through the basement
windows and down the basement steps,
tumbling across the store room and then
on down the floor drain.

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THE NUTRITION OF THE CAT

By John E. Thompson
III. FOODS FOR ENERGY NOURISHMENT

Carbohydrate is the name given to the
group of substances including sugars and
starches. Nutrient carbohydrates supply
nourishment only of the body fuel type.2
Energy is all an animal can get out of a
carbohydrate. Cane sugar, corn starch
and corn sugar are examples of feeds
that are almost pure carbohydrate, but
do carry small quantities of other types
of nourishment.

Not all carbohydrate is digestible to
the cat. Many feeds contain fiber and
cellulose which cats do not digest. These
substances are technically carbohydrates.
Cats do not tolerate fiber well2 so it is
best to avoid feeding cats foods which
are high in fiber. Most vegetables con-
tain too much fiber to be good for your
pussy cats as a major item in their diet.

Starch is more or less digestible to
cats. McKay3 reports that dogs can ex-
ist on diets containing as much as fifty
per cent of well-cooked starch, but get
severe diarrhea in a few days when fed
much smaller amounts of starchy foods
that were not well cooked. Our experi-
ments show a lower tolerance for starch
by cats than is reported for dogs.

Sugar appears to be quite digestible by
cats but they do not seem to have a sweet
tooth like their human owners. Frings*
has written a report on the cat’s dislike
for sweets. Apparently dogs and cats
alike could be taught to like sweets but
this is not the rule. Actually refined sugar
can contribute nothing to your pet’s well
being that is not better obtained from
some other sort of food. In our opinion
sugar has no place in a cat’s diet.

The principal reason for including
carbohydrates in an animal’s diet is econ-
omy. Whole grains (largely carbohy-
drates) also contribute measurable quanti-
ties of the B vitamins. Carbohydrates are
usually the cheapest source of nourishment
for body energy. Carbohydrates (as
cereals) in canned pet foods give the
canned food a solid substantial appear-
ance.

Cats do not need carbohydrates to live.
This is not to say that carbohydrates are
harmful, unless they are fed in such a
quantity as to make the diet unbalanced.
Feeding excess carbohydrates, like pota-
toes or cereals, may make a cat fat, but
not necessarily healthy and well-nourished.

Fats are the second major class of
foods that supply principally energy nour-
ishment. Fats are so rich in energy that
they supply over two times as much
energy per ounce as pure sugar or starch.
Fats are very digestible to cats and can
form a substantial part of a practical
diet. Contrary to many popular writers,
there is no scientific work to indicate
that any of the animal or meat fats are
indigestible.

Lions and tigers get most of their en-

ergy nourishment from the fats of the
animals they kill for food. These wild
animals do not eat cereals or sugar as
a general rule. In feeding your pets, it is
a good idea to keep in mind that fat is a
natural food of felines and is easily han-
dled by the cat’s digestive system. Cereals
and other carbohydrates are not so natu-
ral and should be fed with caution.

Horse fat, mutton suet, beef suet, pork
fat, chicken fat, lard and butter are all
good, digestible foods for cats. The work
in our own laboratory has been limited
to horse fat, beef suet, pork fat and lard.
You can feed any of these to a normal
cat with confidence.

Let cost be your guide; many butchers
will sell you beef kidney fat for a few
cents a pound. This is excellent food and
can make up a quarter or more of your
cat’s total diet when balanced with good
proteins, vitamins and minerals.

Not many cat owners would feed their
pussy cats butter (at 69¢ to 73¢ a pound),
but some do like to give kitty a treat in
the form of a saucer of cream. There is
little doubt that kitty will like the idea,
but it does increase the cost of keeping
a cat (half-and-half costs 29¢ a pint in
Chicago).

Maybe some people in the cat fancy
will say that the cost of a saucer of
cream for a loved pet should not be con-
sidered. We all like to pamper kitty a
little. However, think of it this way
once: you love cats; we assume this.
Probably you would like to keep a nice
kitten from that last litter from your
best queen. If you keep four cats now and
cut the cost of feeding each cat by 20%
by feeding low-cost suet instead of cream,
you can keep the kitten and feed all five
cats for the same bit out of your budget.

While cats can get along nicely with no
carbohydrate in their diet, they do not
do well without the fats. The smallest
amount of fat that a healthy cat must
have every day is not known, but man
and laboratory animals develop skin dis-
eases on diets lacking some fat. A logical
reason for this is that fats are natural
carriers of the oil-soluble Vitamins A,
D and E and of the essential fatty acids.
The essential fatty acids are sometimes
called Vitamin F in older literature. Cats
lacking fat in their diet should show
rough, dull hair coats, but we have been
unable to produce this condition in the
laboratory using ordinary foods.

Only brief mention is needed regarding
protein at this point. Protein foods are
not generally given as a source of energy
nourishment, but one fact is important:
other energy foods cannot take the place
of protein if your cat’s diet is lacking
enough protein. On the other hand, pro-
tein foods can be metabolized by the cat

‘Tips to
the Novice’
by
Blanche
Wolfram

How many times have you watched a
cat scratching at the base of its ears?
Perhaps you thought it was only trying
to rid itself of some fleas. You may have
noticed this scratching becoming more
violent and resulting in open wounds on
the outside of the ears. And you may
have found the cat shaking its head
violently as if it were trying to dislodge
something from its ears. What can be
wrong to cause so much suffering to the
cat?

The trouble is parasites. Yes, tiny
insects that attack the ears in particular.
They are known as ear mites and ear lice.
They live and grow in the ear canal and
obtain food for their survival by punctur-
ing the skin in the canal and sucking
lymph from the cat’s system. This con-
stant biting is the cause of the irritation
to the cat. You must take care of “ear
mites” promptly, for if left untreated,
bacteria will enter the lesions they cause,
and infection will set in. This will result
in real trouble, even piercing the inner ear
and spreading the infection to the brain—
bringing a painful death to your cat.

You all love your cats and are anxious
to do all you can, I am sure, to bring
them health and happiness. It is up to you
to help them in this time of need, for
with early attention, you can save them
needless pain and also relieve yourself of
a difficult task in treatment that may
mean many weeks of labor.

I can not stress too highly the necessity
of treatment in any infection, and especi-
ally in this one, for the parasites will
rapidly spread to other members of your
cat family and will only increase your
troubles. If you begin treatment early,
your chances of success are good, and
you will both bring relief to the cat and
save yourself a great deal of time, money,
effort.

You can probably not effect a complete
cure without the aid of a veterinarian,
but if you can not get to a doctor, there
are a few things you can do to bring relief.
Some people believe that sprinkling boric
powder in the ear will kill the parasites.
This train of thought is wrong, because
although boric powder is antiseptic and
irritant, it is one of the mildest of antisep-
tics known and for this reason will not be
of much aid. What chance will boric
powder have in exterminating the para-
sites? It will not only fail in its purpose,
but it will accumulate inside the ear into
a soggy mass which will have to be dug
out before proper treatment can begin.
Another medication that has been used is
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hydrogen-peroxide. This will help rid the
cat of the parasites, but it will also
irritate the membranes of the ear, and for
this reason is not recommended.

One of the safest treatments to use
until you can get to a veterinarian is
warmed baby oil. Take some of the warm
oil and pour it into the ear, or apply it
with a medicine dropper. By flooding the
canal of the ear you may drown some of
the parasites, but the main purpose of the
oil is to loosen the wax. This is accom-
plished by allowing the oil to remain in
the ear for a few moments. Then clean
out the ears with the aid of Q-tips. Use
each Q-tip only once, for each time you
insert it in the ear you bring out some
of the parasites and their eggs along with
the wax. Yes, the parasites do lay eggs
thereby perpetuating themselves, so both
must be removed and killed. It is very
important to burn all the Q-tips after you
have finished, to prevent the spread of
the parasites. You must be careful, too,
in the use of the Q-tips so as not to
scrape the membrane of the ear causing
a cut and the flow of blood. Use gentle-
ness and extreme care. Continue this treat-
ment daily until the wax, which is dark
brown in color, no longer shows on the
Q-tips.

An insecticide containing rotenone can
be mixed in with the oil to kill the para-
sites. This has been successful at times,
but medical progress is such that new
products improving on previous medica-
tions are always being introduced. The
following treatment is an instance of this
progress.

The best and most complete cure for
this ear affliction is to take your cat to
your veterinarian, or if you have quite a
number of cats, have him visit your cat-
tery. In all probability he will bring his
Otoscope—an instrument with a magnify-
ing glass and an electric light which is
especially made for examination of the
ears (see Cars, March 1956). If you
have never examined the inside of an ear
that is infected with mites or lice, ask the
doctor to let you take a look. The magni-
fication will allow you to see the parasites
which are too small to be visible to the
naked eye. You will indeed be in for quite
a surprise.

After he determines the presence of
parasites, the veterinarian may use a
preparation named Tyroscabe. This is a
Sharp & Dohme antibiotic-scabicide
solution which is remarkably successful
as a remedy for ear mites and ear lice.
It not only loosens the wax, but kills the
parasites and their eggs as well. The
doctor will take cotton swabs dipped in
this solution and begin the job of clean-
ing out the ears. It is not an easy job, and
because the solution has a chilling effect
on the ears, the cat must be securely held
to prevent movement which might cause
injury to the delicate tissues.

After both ears have been thoroughly
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cleaned, you will notice that the doctor
will carefully wipe the outside of the ears
and the feet of the cat with the solution
to kill any parasites or eggs which may
have collected there from the scratching
of the cat. Then he may put some Pellitol
(Allied Laboratories, Inc.) in the ear.
That is a soothing preparation and will
also minimize afterinfection. One such
treatment may be sufficient, but severe
cases frequently require another.

Not only your cats who show visible
symptoms, but every one that you have,
should be examined and treated at one
time so that all parasites will be killed,
along with their eggs. In my opinion this
is a complete cure, and I recommend it
to anyone. Of course, at the same time
you must get busy with soap and water
along with Roccal antiseptic and thor-
oughly go over the cages or surroundings
of the cats so that any parasites hiding
there will be killed instead of coming
back to reinfect your cats.

I've mentioned only parasites, but there
are many other serious infections that can
attack the ears, and in such cases, too, it
is best left to your veterinarian to deter-
mine the cause and then apply the neces-
sary medication. The ears of a cat are
very delicate, and unless you are very
adept at treating them, you should always
rely on professional help. There is a good
possibility that being inexperienced, you
may do more harm than good in trying
to do-it-yourself.

Now, to the eye, which also is a very
delicate part of the cat and one that very
often requires expert medical attention.
We will concern ourselves mainly with
conjunctivitis which seems to be the most
frequent cause of trouble.

Eye problems can begin early in the
life of a tiny kitten, for there are times
when the eyes will fail to open for the
first time. Usually the lids will part be-
tween the seventh and ninth days. Often-
times, one eye will open and the other
will partly open or will remain closed
entirely. When this happens, it is ad-
visable to thoroughly boil some water and
allow it to cool to a comfortably warm
temperature. With the aid of some cotton
dipped in this warm sterile water, gently
massage the lids until they part. Some-
times gentle pressure will be required to
part the lids. Even after they are open,
the lids may have a tendency to stick
together again., If this happens, the warm
water treatment should be resorted to
again.

Keep a close watch on all the kittens’
eyes to be sure they are functioning prop-
erly. If pus is noticeable, it is time for
medication. In this respect two new prod-
ucts have been found to be very good in
counteracting infections. These are Neo-
sone (Upjohn) and a newer product, Neo-
Polycin (Allied Laboratories, Inc.). They
are packed in small tubes, and a small
amount, about one-eighth inch, is squeezed

from the tube directly onto the eye. Then
the eyelids are closed and very gently
massaged to insure the spreading of the
medication over the entire eye. Do this
three times a day until all infection is
eliminated. Serious damage to the eye will
result if medication is not immediately
given.

In the old days it was believed that
kittens with this form of conjuntivitis
should be destroyed. Today, however, the
wonders of medical science have made
that unnecessary, and in 99 per cent of
the cases, the kitten can be cured and go
on to live a normal happy life. There is
little danger of this condition spreading
from one kitten to ancther because of the
ease of treating and curing the first kitten
so affected. However, here is another case
when you must be observant and be on
the lookout for trouble so you can begin
treatment early.

In older cats conjunctivitis of the eye
can be caused by bacteria or a virus. The
eyes will swell up, become red, and pus
will come from them. Here again the
Neosone or the Neo-Polycin can be used,
applying three times a day one-quarter
inch directly to the eye and gently massag-
ing the closed lids. Between medications
cleanse the eye as often as necessary with
a three percent solution of sodium bicar-
bonate. :

Can a cat catch a cold in its eyes? It
most certainly can, and if it does, the same
treatment as above should be resorted to.
Only a few days should be necessary to
effect a cure.

As we all know, the quest for shorter
noses on Longhair cats sometimes leads
to extremes, causing a deformation of the
sinuses and the tear ducts. A chronic
condition results in which there is a con-
stant watering of the eyes. Nothing can
be done in such cases except to keep the
eyes clean to prevent infection. The three
per cent solution of sodium bicarbonate
can be well used for this, also.

Another eye condition that can cause
pain and discomfort to your cat is an in-
growing eyelid. Fortunately modern vet-
erinary surgery can correct this trouble
through operation, and it is almost always
advisable to have it done.

It must be understood that Neosone and
Neo-Polycin are dispensed only on the
advice of your veterinarian. So, here
again you can see his importance. He is
well aware of the products mentioned in
this article and will be only too glad to
cooperate with you in bringing good
health back to your cats. He is your best
friend in regard to your pet’s health and
should be consulted in all cases of sick-
ness. Through his knowledge of medicine
and by means of his special equipment he
is able to cope with any condition far
better than are home remedies. It is his
aim in life to care for all your animals,
and with the help of God he will do all
in his power to bring health and relief of
pain to your cat.

TINY SIAMESE,

Is there a trend?
By Ann Cross Manley

I would like to enlarge upon a theme brought
to these pages recently by Lois Day. To begin,
she asks, ‘“Where are the beautiful, sturdy
“medium”’-sized champions and breeding stock
of two or three years ago?” Why, they are
still there, right on the show bench—or their
sons and daughters are. Does she imply that
most if not all of the stock shown two or
three years ago is dead and gone and not
represented by descendants? Cats shown five
years ago and even ten years ago are well
represented by descendants who still win today
and there are always a few ‘‘oldsters” who put
in an appearance at each show—and are not
out of place in any way.

To jump to the end of her criticism, “Why
should we try to change God’s standard for
the Siamese cat?”’ Siamese cats have been bred
by people to a standard written by humans for
approximately seventy-five years and as many
generations. The original raw materials may
have been “God’s,” or “Nature’s,” depending
upon your point of view, but from the time
that cats first strolled the earth, it has been a
matter of chance combinations of genes. Man
set the standards and has tried ever since to
control or influence the chances—the gene com-
binations.

Size and sturdiness have no more correlation
in cats than they do in humans. Physical
condition and sturdiness are linked, however.
A cat has to be extremely small before it
becomes abnormal in any sense of the word.
Any sized cat can lack sturdiness and repro-
ductive ability. Abnormal size is much less of
a danger to the Siamese breed than such ab-
normalities as cleft palates, nerve disorders,
muscular and bone deformities—which never
reach the cat shows and the public eye.

The extremes in size, both large and small,
are no more prevalent today than they have
ever been in the Siamese breed as a whole.
Perhaps fifteen to twenty-five years ago the
Siamese in California were predominantly large,
heavy and coarse (until breeders refined them
and until other show-bred Siamese were brought
from the east and England); however, their
size was not the objectionable characteristic—
it was their coarseness of bone, their lack of
type, their rough coats and generdl non-con-
formity to the standard which lost them the
favor of the Fancy.

What of the future of the tiny, “mouse-like’”
Siamese. Is there really a trend? I think not.
I personally recall discussing various “‘tiny’”
Siamese with Mrs. Day in 1950 and 1951. They
were on the show bench then, as were a few
cats to whom judges undiplomatically referred
when they talked of bridles and jockeys! The
abnormally large and abnormally small cats
have little chance of sufficient show success to
amass enough wins for a championship. I fur-
ther question whether any particular judge
selects all small cats in preference to medium-
sized cats. In my opinion, if the Siamese win-
ners at any show were to be benched on a
stage all together, I think we would find they
ranged from somewhat smaller than medium
through somewhat larger than medium with
the preponderance within the medium range—
and only a very rare extreme of size making
the grade on the basis of its superior quality.

If there is actually a dangerous trend, the
method to counteract it is not articles in pro-
test, not re-education of judges, not changes
in the standard; but increased production of
medium-sized Siamese OF GREATER SU-
PERIORITY IN EVERY CHARACTER-
ISTIC. When the medium-sized cats are the
finest on the show bench—in every respect—
the abnormal extremes of size won’t have a
chance.

I have a small female black cat about two years who is con-
stantly catching birds. We feed her two good meals a day, but
she continues to eat the birds unless T get them away from her.
Is there any way I can break her of this habit? I try to keep her
in in the morning except she wakens the family at 4 a.M. every
day.

Your cat does not hunt and eat because it is hungry, but be-
cause she enjoys it. I doubt if you can break her of the action.
Like any creature that does not behave in an acceptable manner,
she should be closely watched and controlled. It may mean keep-
ing it in all the time or using a leash. A bell on a collar will
sometimes help, but cats learn to move around so smoothly that
you can not hear the slightest tingle from the bell.

We are constantly bothered by our pet using the furniture
for a bed. Pillows and cat beds are not of the slightest interest
to her—just furniture. The various products on the market to
keep cats off furniture don’t work with our cat. Do you know
of any plant or leaves or chemicals that won’t harm furniture
but will repel our cat so we can solve our problem?

You really have a domesticated pet. She may not like the
preparations you have used, but her love of your furniture over-
comes all. Sometimes flavor extracts such as oil of lemon,
wintergreen, peppermint, etc. are quite repugnant to awimals,
but they have to be used with caution because of staining.

Can you tell me about “Garlacon”? Where can it be purchased,
and though fed internally, does it actually keep the cats flea-
tree? Also, if we fed our cats bone meal as a dietary supplement
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how much could we safely feed an animal in the 8 to 12 pound
class?

“Garlacon” is a product that I am not familiar with, but know-
ing the difficulty that can be had in freeing cats of fleas by
direct methods, the indirect way by feeding has not been realized
as far as I know.

In a well balanced diet, bone meal would not be necessory
unless for some specific reason and the proportion should be
determined to suit the purpose. An 8 to 12 pound cat should need
nothing but exercise for a supplement.

So many CATS readers have shown interest
in the development of Blue Smokes, that I feel
I should inform them that due to my doctor’s
insistence I have finally accepted his demand
that I temporarily relinquish some of my
projects. The result is that the Blue-Smokes
have now gone to the delightful and loving
home of Jack and Althea Wedel of Fiddler’s
Green. The Wedels will go on along the lines
I have tried to pursue in addition to trying
some ‘“‘new wrinkles” with which I am fully
in accord. Martha has babies again; a boy and
a girl—Blue Smokes, apparently. So it begins to
look as though we've got our colorbred line.
But reports on their progress will come to you,
now, from Fiddler’s Green rather than from
Lindomar.

Blue Smokes have long been Standard in
England, and were shown “Blue-Smoked” and
“Smoke-Blue” as early as 1893. It is a rather
crying shame that something more isn’t being
done about setting up standards here.

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MANX LEADS ALL-EASTERN

For the first time in the nine year history of the All-American
selections, a Manx leads in sectional scoring. The precedent-
breaker this year is Tpl. Ch. Mrs. Kelly of =Si (Imp.),
Black female owned by Ann Bienemann, who ran up a higher
score than any other Eastern cat in the 1955-56 show season.
Mrs. Kelly is not a newcomer to the A-A ranks, having been
All-Eastern in 1954, and 1955 when she also won A-A honors
and was ninth from the top in the All-Easterns. She now com-
petes with the other All-Sectional leaders for the honor of
1956 Cat-of-the-Year.

The East's representative for O.S. Cat-of-the-Year will be
John Machoka’s Blue Longhair Male Ru-Ling Rollo II who
is highest—scoring A-E male. All of the ten toppers are listed
below, and in contrast to the usual predominance of Longhairs,
the Shorthair contestants came through to lead seven to three.

Leading the East in number of winners are Mr. and Mrs.
Thomas 1. Martinke whose contestants carried off seven of the
A-E and EHM awards. Lillian Pedulla and Blanche Wolfram
tied with four winners each; seven contestants took three a
piece; and twelve two each. Altogether, 407 show cats from
the East were exhibited last season, and of these 62 won All-
Eastern Ribbons and 48 Eastern Honorable Mention Ribbons.

The longest A-E record among this year’s winners belongs to
Gr. Ch. Glad Low’s Victory Bell of Mal-Vron. She won her
first award in 1952 and repeated in 1954 and 1955. The only
Grand Champion Tortoiseshell in America, Victory Bell has
now retired from show competition, Going back to 1953 are
Ru-Ling Rusty, Tpl. Ch. Caper Cat Trinket of Selene, Chautau-
qua Spirit of ’50, and Ginger. Nine cats began with 1954 wins,
and sixteen others are repeating 1955 A-E wins. Dbl. Ch. Silver
Rocks Bit of Honey was a 1955 All-Southern winner.

Complete names and records of all the Eastern award
winners and the names of their owners will be found in the
All-Eastern section of this issue of CaATS. Pictures and additional
information on many of these outstanding show cats are in the
accompanying advertisements.

The All-Eastern Cats are chosen by Cars Magazine’s copy-
righted mathematical system based on the number of cats each
contestant defeats during the show season. Records on every
cat exhibited in the United States and Canada are maintained
by Scorer Mrs. John Porter, whose All-American computations
will disclose next month which of the four All-Sectional winners
is best in America in every breed, sex, and color.

The September All-American CATs Magazine will mark the
climactic close of the 1955-56 Show season. And starting afresh
with the shows already scheduled in the Cars Show Calendar,
this year’s winner and next year’s newcomers will go on to
compete for the new season’s laurels.

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RIKKI RANKS IN SOUTH

Tpl. Gr. Ch. Chirn Sa-hai Rikki, Abyssinian n}ale owned
by Mrs. R. L. O’Donovan is highest-scoring All-Southern cat
in the 1956 Cars Magazine All-American competition, and is
the first of his race ever to win a top sectional honor. 1956
has been a year of outstanding achievement for Rikki who
gained the first Abyssinian Triple Grand Championship in
January. He also has an A-S and A-A record back to 1953 and
was among the top ten All-Southerns in 1954 and 1955. He
now carries the banner of the South for Cat-of-the-Year honors
against the three other All-Sectional leaders. Second highest
cat and leading Southern female is Normont Silver Jewel.

Of this year’s award winners only one, Ch. Flagstone’s
Garvinia Schatze has an A-S record going back to 1951. Dbl.
Ch. Floridanus Tangelo won his first A-S in 1953, and seven
others in the 1956 listing entered the ranks in 1953. Appearing
in 1956 are fourteen ’54 and 15 additional 1955 A-S and SHM
cats.

The All-Southerns are chosen by a definite mathematical
formula which credits each cat individually for the other show
cats it defeats during the show season. To arrive at the cats
listed in the Southern Section of this issue of CATS, every win
made by the 522 show cats owned in the South was recorded
in complete detail, and the value of each win was totaled to
give the final scores by which were named the 78 All-Southerns
and the 62 Southern Honorable Mention Cats who are listed.
Complete details of the scoring system were published in the
February, March, and April 1953 Cats, and minor changes
have been published each following spring.

Maud R. Barney and Mr. and Mrs. Charles Simms tied for
second place in the number of Southern awards going to their
cats with a total of six each. Mrs. Merald Hoag leads with
nine, and Nikki Horner has five. Four ribbons each go to Mrs.
Harold Rathburn, the Dobyns’, Mrs. Mae Robertson, and Mrs.
Whitney Donaldson Abt. Seven Southern owners claimed three
awards each, and thirteen had double wins.

Every 1956 All-Southern and Southern Honorable Mention
cat is listed in the Southern section of this issue of cats, to-
gether with the name of its owner and its historical record in
A-A competition. Also included are advertisements showing
photographs of many of the cats, and the addresses of the owners
together with other interesting information.

Now that these great cats have gained the highset honor
which they can earn in Southern competition, they will be
matched against the Eastern, Western, and Midwestern top-
scoring cats in their own breed, sex, and color to determine
the best show records in the United States and Canada in each
classification. These finalists will appear in the September CATs
as the All-American and American Honorable Mention winners
in our “national cat show” on paper. Look for them, and plan
now to see these great cats in person in the cat shows in your
area which are scheduled in our Show Calendar for the coming
season.

to supply energy if required. For this
reason it is good, even if a little costly,
to feed kitty an abundance of protein.
An ounce of protein used for energy
yields the same number of calories as an
ounce of sugar or starch.

The energy requirement of a cat varies
a little depending on its age and activity.
Also a pregnant queen or a lactating
queen needs extra energy in her diet to
take care of her litter as well as herself.
The Albritton standards® put the daily
requirement for maintenance of an adult
cat at 35 to 39 calories per pound of body
weight. The daily requirement for growth
of a kitten is 46 to 56 calories per pound
of body weight.

Experience in our laboratory with cats
and kittens on a variety of diets indicates
that these recommended calorie allow-
ances are too high and can be reduced
by at least 10%, likely more. When fur-
ther research is completed, we will be
releasing an official scientific paper on
this subject.
